> If you know the author of the information, use the author's last name (i.e. Jones). If
you have two authors, use both of the last names (i.e. from Jones and Smith).
> If you do not know the author's name, use the first word in the title of the article and
the first word in the title of the source (i.e. "Edgar” Contemporary).
e Page number (online sources do not have page numbers)
